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1. Determine signs:

--Last term in the trinomial is positive: the last terms in the binomials will both
have the same sign as the middle term of the trinomial.
--Last term in the trinomial is negative: the last terms of the binomials have
different signs. Wait to place signs.
2. Determine last terms in binomials: Look at all pairs of factors of last term of
trinomial. Choose the pair that will make the outside plus inside terms of the
binomials equal the middle term of the trinomial.
