Entrance Requirements
A minimum overall GPA of 2.0 is required for admission; a minimum GPA of 2.5 is required in all pre-professional
courses.  A grade of C or better is required on all tracking courses with no more than two attempts.  Withdrawals
count as attempts. Electrical engineering majors must have a 3.0 GPA in the preprofessional courses for admis-
sion.
