Entrance Requirements

This major requires an additional six hours of natural science for graduation from UWF;
they may be taken at Chipola or UWF.  If taken at Chipola, recommended courses include
the BSC 2010/2011 sequence or the CHM 1045/1046 sequence, with labs.

If a student has completed two years of high school credit in the same foreign language, he/she
meets the admission requirement for state universities in Florida.  If not, the student should
complete two semesters of the same foreign language at Chipola before transfer to the university.
Minimum GPA of 2.5 with no grade lower than “C” in major courses.
